
LAST DAY OF TRIBULATION 
On the last day of the Tribulation, a 
tremendous earthquake occurs (Rev. 6:12-17; 
11:13-19; 16:18-21), altering the shape of the 
earth.  The two Witnesses, slain 3 and one half 
days earlier and left lying in the streets of 
Jerusalem, are miraculously brought back to 
life.  Men actually hear God’s voice as He calls 
the witnesses back to His throne. 
(Rev. 11:7-12). 
The world is thrown into tremendous fear 
because on this day...there will be no light; the 
lights will diminish.  It shall be one day which 
is known to the Lord...neither day nor night. 
But at evening time it shall happen that it will 
be light (Zech. 14:6, 7). 
Jesus returns as the King of kings and Lord of 
lords with millions of His saints to battle 
against the Antichrist and his armies, the 
armies of the Kings of the East (the 200 million 
man army) in the Battle of Armageddon. 
(Rev. 19:16, 19).  The armies of the evil one are 
destroyed in a horrible manner. (Zech. 14:9, 
12).  Satan is bound by an angel and cast into 
the bottomless pit for 1,000 years. 
(Rev. 20:1-3) 

1,000-YEAR REIGN OF CHRIST 
The Tribulation’s last day marks the first day of 
the Millennium, Jesus’ 1,000-year reign of 
peace.  During the Millennium, Jesus and His 
saints rule over the nations which were NOT 
controlled by the Antichrist.  Zech. 14:16 
reveals that within the nations controlled by 
Antichrist and the kings of the east, there are 
people who have not taken his mark nor 
worshiped the image of the Beast (even 
unredeemed and in natural bodies). 
During the 1,000-year reign of Christ, people 
will continue reproducing.  On this last day of 
the Tribulation and the 1st day of the 
Millennium, the saved remnant of Israel 
(Rev.11:13) is gathered from its hiding place 
and the Tribulation martyrs are resurrected. 
(Rev. 20:4) 
The 1,000-year reign of Christ is one of total 
peace and righteousness, in which much 
restoration of the earth takes place.  The 
nation of Israel is restored to its original estate. 
(Ezek. 36:11)

The unknowns are not explained anywhere 
within scriptural context.  Therefore, 
understanding is withheld until our knowledge 
is complete.  When we see Jesus, we will 
be like Him, as stated in 1st John 3:2.  Then we 
will have total knowledge.

9. RETURN OF CHRIST (King of Kings)
the Stone which destroys the Image.
Dan 2:35

* Note: The Beast’s 7 heads, (Dan. 7 & Rev. 13),
are empires.  The Revived Roman empire, a 
confederation of the other heads became 
the Beast’s Kingdom.  It requires a 
shrewd Antichrist to assemble the 
governments, commerce and religions of the 
Beast empires to revive it.

5. Martyred Tribulation saints.

6. The most severe Earthquake  (on Tribulation’s

final day).

7. Prepares the way for the sounding of the sev-

en trumpet judgments (Rev. 8:1).

Note: #1-4 = 4 horsemen of the apocalypse

return of Jesus Christ.
